The Tåîchô negotiated a comprehensive land claims and self-government (“Tåîchô Agreement”) 
in which the Tåîchô have complete ownership of 39,000 square kilometers of land (surface and 
sub-surface), self-government powers and management of resources.  The principles and 
objectives of the Tåîchô Agreement are to protect, promote and enhance the Tåîchô language, 
culture and way of life.  The Tåîchô Agreement became effective on August 4, 2005. This is an 
exciting time for the Tåîchô and the Tåîchô Government as we move forward with self-
determination. 
 
The Tåîchô Government currently has openings for the following positions: 
 
Programs and Services Manager (Behchokö) 
 
The Programs and Services Manager is responsible for researching and negotiating several 
million dollars worth of programs and services funding including some program funding for the 
Tåîchô Community Services Agency (TCSA) and Justice, Career Development, Business Support 
Services and Languages and Cultural programs and services. The Manager is also responsible for 
providing oversight for programs and services by ensuring that funding is being expensed in an 
appropriate manner; evaluating the impact of programs and services; and providing reports to the 
Tåîchô Government and funding agencies.

Communications Advisor (Behchokö) 
 
The Communications Advisor is responsible for developing and implementing a communications 
strategy to ensure that Tåîchô citizens, Tåîchô government employees and members of the public 
are informed about the goals, vision, values, principles and programs of the Tåîchô government.
